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1.0 INTRODUCTION

This Public Participation Plan (PPP) Summary Report has been prepared by AMC
Engineering (AMC), on behalf of the New York City Economic Development
Corporation (NYCEDC) and Gilbane Building Company, for proposed construction
activities at the Bush Terminal North Campus site, identified as 13 42" Street, Brooklyn.
The area of work is within an Environmental Justice Area, so this PPP is necessary to
comply with the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation
Commissioner Policy, Environmental Justice and Permitting (CP-29). The purpose of
this report is to certify that all required activities described in the approved PPP, dated
October 2022, have taken place.
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2.0 COMPLIANCE WITH THE PPP
2.1 PUBLIC MEETING AND PUBLIC MEETING NOTICE

As required by the PPP, a public meeting was scheduled for Monday, October 24, 2022,
at 7:00 PM. This was a virtual meeting held on Zoom Meetings. The purpose of the
meeting was to provide information about the project to the public during the State
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (SPDES) permit application review process.

Prior to the meeting, a public meeting invitation/notice was published in the Brooklyn
Record, a local newspaper that serves the Sunset Park community. Copies of the notices
in English and Spanish are attached in Appendix A. The notice was published in both
English and Spanish on October 13, 2022, and a copy of the newspaper publication is
attached in Appendix B. A signed form certifying that the publication occurred is attached
in Appendix C.

In addition to the public outreach invitation/notice, a reader-friendly project fact sheet was
also prepared to inform the community about the project. Copies of the English and
Spanish versions of the fact sheet are provided in Appendix D.

The English and Spanish meeting notices and fact sheets were distributed to the
stakeholders listed in Appendix A of the PPP. Additionally, the notices and fact sheets
were posted at locations visible to the communities affected by the project, including, but
not limited to, housing administrative offices and, as appropriate, common areas of the
Sunset Park community immediately surrounding NYCDEP Outfall OH-004. Mr. Marc
Rosenzweig, the Community Liaison for the project, distributed the notices and fact
sheets to the stakeholders and posted them at the appropriate neighborhood locations.

The public meeting took place on Monday, October 24, 2022 virtually on Zoom Meetings,
at 7:00 PM.

A total of ten (10) community members attended the meeting, listed above. The meeting
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began with an introduction by the hosts. This was followed by a brief description of
NYCEDC Project# 50106760 (Bush Terminal North Campus), and an explanation of why
dewatering under a SPDES permit is necessary for the project. The applicability of CP-
29 and the PPP requirement were explained, and the meeting attendees were then given
the opportunity to ask questions. A meeting agenda is provided in Appendix E. Copies
of the agenda and the fact sheets were available to all meeting attendees. Community
questions and concerns are described in Section 3.0.

2.2 DOCUMENT REPOSITORY AND WEBSITE

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3.0 COMMUNITY QUESTIONS AND CONCERNS
3.1 QUESTIONS DURING THE MEETING

During the meeting, community members were given an opportunity to ask questions
about the SPDES permit and PPP. The following questions were relevant to the SPDES
permit and PPP requirements (paraphrased answers given at the meeting are italicized):

1. Will dewatering activities generate noise and vibration activities?
No, the dewatering operations are not expected to add any noise or vibration.

A few other questions that were asked at the meeting pertained to the project in general
and did not pertain to information contained in the SPDES permit application or the PPP.
The answer to these questions were deferred to another/future meeting with the
NYCEDC, as it did not pertain to dewatering activities and the SPDES permit. These
questions included:

1. Will general site activities generate noise and vibration activities?

2. Does the Bush Terminal project aim to increase the storage capacity of the existing
sewers?

3. “There is water backing up into my building"—uwill this meeting have any bearing
towards those concerns/issues?

3.2 QUESTIONS AFTER THE MEETING

At the end of the meeting, all attendees were asked to contact Mr. Marc Rosenzweig, the
community liaison, with any questions they may have about the content of the meeting.
Michelle Perez reported that no questions or concerns had been submitted by the
community. The email conversation showing this is provided in Appendix F.

What is the Proposed Project?

The proposed project will includes renovations within an existing building and the installation of new
sewer and utility lines on the Bush Terminal site, and First Avenue. Since work will be performed below
the groundwater table, dewatering activities required. A State Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(SPDES) permit and Long Island Well Permit are required, to install and operate a temporary
construction dewatering system to discharge pumped, treated groundwater into the Upper New York
Bay. The dewatering system will be operated 24 hours a day, as the excavated trenches need to be
kept dry overnight.

Why does New York City Economic Development Corporation need to dewater for the
installation of new sewer and utility lines in the street?

Dewatering activities are necessary if excavation work occurs below the groundwater table. The
installation of pipes, utility lines, and sewers requires the ground below it to be dry. For example, any
concrete that is poured needs to be cured, which is only allowable in a dry environmental. Additionally,
any gravel or soil that is used to fill the hole needs to be compacted.

How might the project affect the surrounding community?

Any community impacts related to construction will be temporary in nature. Considering all work will be
performed within the Bush Terminal campus and all water will be discharged into the Upper New York
Bay, little to no impact is expected on the surrounding community. NYCEDC and its contractors
(including Gilbane Building Company, Griffin Dewatering, and AMC Engineering) propose to control all
dust, rodent, noise, and vibration during the construction period. A representative will be available to

La instalacion de tuberias, lineas de servicio publico y alcantarillado requiere que el suelo
subterraneo esté seco. Por ejemplo, cualquier concreto que se vierta debe curarse, lo cual solo
puede realizarse en un ambiente seco. Ademas, cualquier grava o tierra que se utilice para rellenar
el agujero debe compactarse.

cDe qué forma el provecto afecta ala comunidad adyacente?
Cualquier impacto a la comunidad que esté asociado a la construccién sera temporal. Teniendo en

cuenta que todo el trabajo se realizara dentro del campus de Bush Terminal y que toda el agua se
descargara en Bahia Upper New York, se espera poco o ningun impacto en la comunidad
circundante. NYCEDC y sus contratistas (incluidos Gilbane Building Company, Griffin Dewatering y
AMC Engineering) proponen controlar todo el polvo, los roedores, el ruido y las vibraciones durante
el periodo de construccidn.
