Considerations
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OFFSET FROM BULKHEAD

Esplanade will provide a 30-ft offset between the bulkhead and esplanade
= Reduces traffic noise and air effects on esplanade users from the FDR Drive traffic

= Allows for re-use of ODR caissons
= Provide access for maintenance and repair of the bulkhead
= Allows for improved light distribution to aquatic ecology and protects rock outcropping and habitat

UNITED NATIONS
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WITHSTAND EAST RIVER CONDITIONS

= Currents in this section of East River are strong and can be hazardous
= Water level rises and falls considerably due to tides and boat wakes
= Dangerous currents impose limits to potential water dependent uses
= Substantial existing infrastructure present (i.e. utility, subway, sewer)
= Narrow Federal Channel adjacent to Roosevelt Island
